e On May 30, the Commerce Depadmh announced itaffirmative preliminary determinationsin
the antidumping duty (AD) investigations on imports of coatedfree sheetpaperfrom Indonesia,
Korea,andthe PeopleCRepublicof China(China). Dumping is when aforeign company sells a
product in the United States at less than fair rarket value.

o Commerce preliminarily determined that Indonesian, Korean, and Chinese producers/exporters
have sold coated free sheet paper in the UiStates at 10.85 percemero to 30.86 percent, and
23.19 to 99.65 percent less thairm falue,respectively.

o Commerce has preliminarily determined that one additionalChinesecompanyhasdenonstratedan
absence of government control of its export activities, arequirenentfor separate-rate status.
Commerce will apply the weighted-average dumping margin of the two mandatory Chinese
respondent§30.22percent)o this companyfor purposes of the preliminary determination.

e Asaresult of these preliminary determinations, Commerce will instruct U.S. Customs and Border
Protection to suspend liquidation of entries of sabjperchandiseandto cadlect a cashdepositor
bondbasedn the preliminary rates. Liquidation of entriesrbm threeKoreanrespondentsvill not
be suspended because their preliminary rates are zero percent.
